Background to the project

It is becoming more and more important for people in every country of all ages, to learn about each other. At the moment the way we live is often intolerant particularly in all countries – and it is easy for people to feel that they can’t make a difference. The problem is that at the moment very few people understand this.

Your brief

Design and make something to help a particular group of

people understand that stereotypes are harmful.

You might decide to design something for other students at

your school, parents, school governors, or other people in

your local community.
General Goal:

To prove that we shouldn`t judge (form an opinion) about people using stereotypes. 

Fundamental questions:


Should we judge (form an opinion) about people using stereotypes?

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Step-By-Step process

1) What is a stereotype?

A stereotype is preconceived, exaggerated, and often demeaning assumption of the characteristics possessed by an individual due to his or her membership in a specific group. Stereotypes usually function to deny individuals certain rights based on their membership in that group.
What can stereotyping lead to?
Stereotyping often forms the basis of prejudice and discrimination.

2) What is the difference between “stereotypes”, “discrimination” and “prejudice”?

Stereotype is dislike or distrust. Very often we have an opinion about a person simply because that person belongs to a certain group of people: young or old, men or women, Americans or Russians. Such opinions are called stereotypes. If you have a stereotype, you think that all people in a group think, act and look the same. 

Prejudice – a firm idea about what a particular type of person or thing is like but which is often not true in reality. If you do not like or do not trust somebody because of a stereotype, you have a prejudice against that person (or group of people). People have prejudice because of religion, race, ability, age, gender or anything about a person that makes him/her different (appearance, dress, class in society). Prejudice is dangerous because it leads to discrimination. Everybody has prejudices. We don't believe, that there is a single person on the planet, who can truly say they are free of prejudice. A person daring to make that claim, you could argue would then become the target of prejudice or stereotyping. Because making up our minds about something, is our basic way of navigation through our world and daily life. If a person behaves strangely on the street, we are often quick to convince ourselves, that such "abnormal behavior" must be caused by some sort of mental disorder and/or drinking problem. A common thought about overweight people, amongst people who are not overweight themselves, is that we tend to judge and think: "Have you no shame, or no mirror?"  Most of us not knowing or even considering, that the person may be perfectly comfortable and happy with their current size and shape. Far from all overweight people are unhappy with their weight, and so we could go on for hours with other examples that would apply to the rule. 

Discrimination – treating a person or a group worse than others. 

3) Are there any stereotypes about Americans in Russia?

5) Can we do something to debunk them?

Of course stereotypes are harmful! If you have stereotypes, we may treat people unfairly. To put an end to a stereotype, we must be able to recognize it and to think about it. Is an opinion fair or unfair? Americans and Russians have a lot in common. But we are also different. We can prevent many conflicts if we learn to respect these differences. We should be very careful about the words we use to describe certain groups of people. People in civilized countries are taught never to use words that show disrespect toward women, people with disabilities, older people, minorities and nationalities. These groups of people have been hurt by stereotypes, prejudice and discrimination. That is why it is important to avoid language and behavior that may hurt such people. The language and behavior which shows respect toward people is called “political correctness”.
The next time you’re tempted to stereotype a group of people, think about the groups to which you belong. List the stereotypes linked to those groups. Does each of those stereotypes apply to you? More than likely you’d disagree that all of the qualities commonly attributed to those of your gender, racial group and sexual orientation describe you. That’s why it’s important to judge specific individuals rather than the groups of which they’re part. 
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
